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Functional memorial
enhances cemetery

A FUNCTIONAL memo-
rial honouring members of a
long-standing  Pohangina
family has been completed
at the township’s cemetery
and drawn praise from the
Manawatu District Council.

The wooden structure — in
memory of Ruth May
McLean and Raymond Pat-
rick McLean - contains a
plaque and seat on one side
and sink and washing facili-
ties on the other.

Sited near the entrance to
the cemetery, the memorlal

served a purpose for every-
one visiting the cemetery.

“We wanted to make it
rustic in appearance, with
natural colourings, and one
that would suit the Po-
hanginaway of life.”

He said his grandmother
had been aregular visitor to
the cemetery for many years
and always commented on
how helpful it would be to
have a practical facility that
people could use when
tending the graves. The
only water source was a tap

and raised in Pohangina.

Dennis said he was
pleased with the outcome
and hoped the facility
would further enhance and
complement recent works
undertaken by council to
return the site to its lawn
cemetery origins.

Customer Services and
Democracy Manager,
Janine Hawthorn, said the
memorial was a fitting ac-
knowledgment of the
McLean family’s standing
in the community.

was designed and built by
relatives of Mr and Mrs
McLean, who were dry
stock farmers in the district,
with the family also supply-
ing the materials and la
bour. They will aso be re-
sponsible for its upkeep.
Grandson Nathan McLean
said the family wanted
nothing flashy but a func-
tional feature that blended
in with the environment and

near the boundary fence.
Nathan, a control systems
engineer who worked over-
seas for the past few years,
drew the design on a com-
puter and sent it to council
so al necessary building
regulations were met.
Construction responsibili-
ties rested with Dennis
McLean, a son of Ruth and
Ray and father of Nathan,
an experienced builder born

“It adds something special
to the cemetery and allows
visitors to have a seat and
look out to the ranges and
take in the beauty of the
Pohangina landscape.”

Mrs Hawthorn said coun-
cil could possibly use the
memorial as a template for
similar facilities that may be
considered at other cemeter-
ies throughout the district.

Ms Boakes said the group’s purpose was to discuss the delivery of building services
across the region, address any concerns either party may have and improve understand-
ing and communication between councils and the local construction industry.
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Promising start for the new year

THE new year is away to a
better start than 2009 and we
should see confidence grow-
ing in the Manawatu District
as 2010 progresses.

Dairy prices are up consid-
erably, crop prices are re-
bounding a little and sheep
and beef prices are holding
better than was predicted a
few months ago. Retail in
our region is holding better
than elsewhere and while
Government spending cuts
are impacting in the educa
tion sector we don't appear
to be suffering the major
increases in unemployment
that are affecting other parts
of the country.

While these factors look
promising, and we can ex-
pect some economic growth
this year, Council is very
aware of the pressure that
households and our rurd
sector are under and will be
prudent around rates time.

The Council has some big

decisions facing it this year
and we are going to have to
give serious thought to its
priorities as the Annual Plan
isreviewed. And we have the
following major projects to
prioritise:
e The Sanson Tavern or
Gateway project with the
consultants to report back to
Council in March.

e The Makino pool upgrade
which was given some initial
funding last year and will be
reporting back to Council
with an exciting new pro-
posal in late March.
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e Leisureville, or Makino
Park as it is now known,
which has been progressing
through the development and
costing stages and is nearly
in a state where we can plan
its future.

e The Manawatu Horse
Drawn Vehicle Museum has
an exciting opportunity to
expand and move and Coun-
cil has been asked for assis-
tance with this project — a
decision on this will be made
by the end of March.

e The District Plan review
has commenced and will
require a considerable re-

source over the next three
years — al budgeted for, but
none-the-less a mgjor under-
taking for Council and our
community. Included in this
work is a review of our Ur-
ban Growth Strategy for
Feilding and a rezoning of
Manfeild Park.

Probably the piece of work
being undertaken with Palm-
erston North on our future
boundary options will require
the greatest amount of Coun-
cil’s attention, as it is re-
ported back in April and
May. This, when completed,
will give us some strong
pointers as to our best op-
tions for the governance of
the region in the next 20
years or so.

So, al in all, 2010 will be a
big one for our District
Council and, of course, it
will culminate in the Locd
Body electionsin October.

One last thing: The sense-
less vandals that damaged
the trees on Kimbolton Road
accentuate the cost our rate-
payers face each week be-
cause of vandalism and graf-
fiti — someone must have
seen them and know who did
it. Finally, the Dairy Show is
on at Manfeild Park on Fri-
day and Saturday — it is a
spectacle worth seeing.
