NOMINATIONS for the 
Manawatu District Coun-
cil’s 2010 elections are to 
open next week. 
  Deputy Electoral Officer, 
Janine Hawthorn, said peo-
ple interested in giving local 
politics a go and having a 
say in the district’s future 
can be nominated for Dis-
trict Mayor or 
council from 
Friday, July 23. 
The nomination 
period runs until 
noon on Friday, 
August 20. 
  The number of MDC 
councillors (10) is spread 
across three wards; Feilding 
(5), Kairanga (3) and Ki-
witea-Pohangina (2). 
  Mrs Hawthorn said the 
three-yearly election is un-
der the First Past the Post 
system and by postal vote. 
  Electors will receive their 
voting documents from Fri-

day, September 17, with 
completed forms to be re-
turned by noon on Election 
Day, Saturday, October 9. 
  “People interested in local 
government are encouraged 
to consider standing,” said 
Mrs Hawthorn. 
  “If you are passionate 
about your community and 

want to make a difference, 
now is the time to consider 
becoming a candidate.” 
  She said it was an opportu-
nity to have an input into 
decisions that affected 
them, their family and their 
community. 
  Candidates must be over 
the age of 18, a New Zea-
land citizen and registered 

on the electoral roll.  
  Mrs Hawthorn said coun-
cil was also holding a brief-
ing for prospective candi-
dates at the council’s ad-
ministration building at 
7pm on Thursday, July 29. 
   “This is an opportunity to 
learn more about the nomi-
nation and election proc-

esses and the 
roles of councils 
and elected 
members. It’s 
also a chance to 
have any ques-
tions  answered 

by the Electoral Officer.”
