RATES 2009-19

Council's total expenditure for 2009/10 is $67.8m.
The amount of this budget to be funded from rates
is $23.7million. This represents an increase rate
take of 4.3% on rates that are levied district wide.
Council’s total rate take represents the amount
of money collected from all rates, including the
general rate and all targeted rates.

The main reasons for the increase in Council’s rate
take are:
Increased costs due to inflation
Increased expenditure in waste and water to
meet increased costs for the required level of
service

Percentage changes to individual rating units will
vary depending on:
Where your property is located
+  The capital and land values of your property(s)
- What utility services your property receives (eg
water, wastewater)
How Council has decided various services will be
paid for
Number of dwellings on the property

Ongoing review of the rating system will continue,
any changes will be effected through the annual
plan process.
