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Strengthening and Restoration

Some older buildings in the Feilding town centre have heritage values and are
scheduled in the District Plan.

Principles that apply to alterations and additions to heritage buildings are described
in the Context section under the heading Changes to Heritage Buildings. These are
to be referenced in considering changes to heritage buildings.

Changes to buildings to provide the required restoration and strengthening benefits
generate some specific issues which are addressed by the requirements below. |f
strengthening is impracticable ,the building may need to be demolished in whole or
in part.

Where buildings have to be removed, all of the points in design guidelines document

will need to be applied to their replacements.

SR1 Internal strengthening - The preference
for building strengthening is for it to be
internalised. Strengthening beams or floors
are to be designed so as not to cut across
windows and internal space proportions are to
be maintained;

SR2 External strengthening - If  external
strengthening has to be used avoid the street
facade if possible, or at least do not obscure
features such as windows or modulation; and

SR3 Facade retention - Retaining a building's street
facade is preferable to its demolition. Where
the facade is retained, new structure behind is
to fit the facade features - window and door
openings are to be reused and not blocked in,
new structure is to remain below the facade
height, and original floor heights are to be
repeated.

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Signs

Signs on buildings are important to the function of the town centre. Signs assist
customers and can be used to highlight the goods and services on offer at that site.

It is important to the town centre’s visual coherence that signs remain subordinate to
the overall street scene and their size relates to their purpose. Their placement and
design should contribute positively to the character of the town centre.

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Car Parking and Servicing

Car parking is an important amenity for the town centre. If parking is well located
it will provide ready access to the shops, services and social amenities of the town
centre, while retaining the town centre character.

Similarly servicing provision needs to be provided for to ensure that goods can be

delivered and dispatched.

The small town scale of Feilding means that parking will typically be on streets, or
in on-site parking areas. The location and design of surface car parking areas and
service/loading areas can generate issues which are addressed by the requirements
below.

On-site parking - Surface carparking is to be
located behind the building it serves, not on
the street frontage;

Trees and planting - Surface car parking areas
are to include trees and low level planting (1
tree per 5 parking spaces);

Internal Parking - Carparking within structures
is to avoid directly fronting to streets.

GIZ — General Industrial Zone

Introduction

Manawat District is well placed to service both wet and dry industrial activities with no
significant land or infrastructure impediments to processing activities. The Council has been
active in this regard to facilitate future industrial development and to encourage existing
industrial activity to prosper and expand within the District.

The Feilding Urban Growth Framework Plan 2013 (the Framework Plan), estimates that 170
hectares of land is presently zoned Industrial. The Framework Plan anticipates future demand
for 15.6ha of industrial land by 2041. The majority of future demand for industrial land (11ha) is
likely to be required between 2011 - 2021, being 70% of the total projected demand to 2041.
Industrial growth is an area of key strategic importance to the Manawati District.

The majority of industrial activity is located, within the Feilding township at the Riverside, Oroua
River and Kawakawa Industrial areas. Small pockets of industrial land are retained along local
transport routes such as Makino and Lethbridge Roads, and at Rongotea.

Although undeveloped land is zoned for industrial use, this tends to be held in large parcels and
in limited ownerships. These factors tend to be viewed positively by prospective large industries
and can be a negative factor for smaller enterprises. Employment in the industrial sectors,
centred primarily in the Feilding industrial area, is forecast to increase steadily by around 20% to
5,100 people by 2041.

Given the nature of effects that can arise from industrial activities, it is important to provide and
promote suitable locations with sufficient market choice to accommodate the demands of the
various small to large, wet and dry industries that may contemplate development in Manawata.
It is equally important that suitable land is zoned for industrial activities and appropriate
restrictions apply to non- industrial activities to avoid or minimise the potential for risk, reverse
sensitivity and other potential issues and to protect industrial land for industrial type activities.

To meet future demand, Council is expanding the existing General Industrial Zone at
Kawakawa/Turners Road. The Kawakawa Industrial Park Growth Area (GIZ-APP2) demonstrates
Councils commitment to facilitate well-designed, integrated and sustainable industrial
development and expansion in the Feilding industrial area.



The General Industrial Zone provisions focus on providing an efficient and effective zone for
industrial activities, while improving and managing the visual amenity of the General Industrial
Zone, particularly where such land is potentially visible from public places or adjacent zones.

The Plan will maintain amenity values for sites within and beyond the Zone and maintain or
enhance amenity values for General Industrial zoned sites adjacent to arterial routes or key
entry points to townships. In the Kawakawa Industrial Park Growth Area this will be achieved
with structure planning to provide landscaping, building design and site layout guidance.

Reverse sensitivity is the potential for a lawfully established activity to be constrained or
curtailed by the more recent establishment of activities sensitive to the environmental effects
generated by the original activity. The General Industrial Zone provisions are framed to minimise
the opportunity for reverse sensitivity issues to negatively impact on lawfully established
industrial activities, whilst encouraging best practice operations and appropriate amenity values
within the Zone.

Manawati-Wanganui Regional Council completed a Lifelines Project, which identified that at a
very broad level the Kawakawa Industrial Park Growth Area has a moderate susceptibility to
liguefaction. The Manawatu District Council commissioned a high-level liquefaction risk
assessment in December 2013. This study included site investigations to assess the geotechnical
issues related to the hazard posed by liquefaction. The Feilding Liquefaction Study found that
the liquefaction hazard is generally low in the development areas, with localised pockets of silt
which have the potential to liquefy. However, this risk was not sufficient to preclude
development. Rather planning controls were recommended to ensure foundations for new
development could tolerate deflections imposed by liquefaction-induced ground subsidence.
Areas subject to such controls are identified within the Lateral Spread Overlay on the planning
maps.

This chapter is intended to be read in conjunction with Chapters: Historic Heritage, Energy,
Water and Air, Infrastructure, Transport, Noise, Earthworks, Signs, Temporary Activities,
Relocated Buildings, and Boarding, Breeding and Training Kennels. If the rules contained in this
chapter are more restrictive than those in the chapters listed above, then the General Industrial
Zone rules shall apply.

Controlled Activities (CON)

The following are controlled activities in the Special Development Zone provided that they
comply with the standards in SDZ-ST1 to SDZ-ST12:

SDZ-R11 Relocating previously used buildings from another site.

Reservation of Control:

The matters over which Council has reserved control and in respect of which
conditions may be imposed are set out in SDZ-RC1 to SDZ-RC2.

SDZ-RC1 Relocated buildings — Refer to matters of control provided
for in REL-R1.

SDZ-RC2 Buildings on Land Subject to Inundation and Buildings in
the Flood Channel Zones. (GRZ-R14 to GRZ-R19, NH-R12 to
NH-R16)

(Building consent may be granted subject to Section 36 of
the Building Act 1991).

SDZ-RC2.1 The design, construction, and location of
buildings having regard to their potential
effect on flood water flows.

SDZ-RC2.2 The minimum floor level of buildings. Non-
accessory buildings should be designed so



as not to be entered by a 100-year flood
(i.e. a flood event with a 1% annual
probability of occurring).

SDZ-RC2.3 The location and design of vehicular access
to the building.

Standards for Permitted and Controlled Activities

For the Special Development Zone, the permitted and controlled activities specified above

must comply with the following standards.

(SDZ-APP1) where the maximum building height of 12m applies.

SDZ-ST3 View Shafts — A view shaft of at least 20m in width that extends into the no-
build area within Manfeild Park must be provided, free of buildings,

vegetation and outdoor storage facilities in those locations shown in SDZ-

APP1.

A 1.5m wide strip must be provided on the front boundary
with Kawakawa Road and South Street that must be
landscape planted and maintained, in accordance with
Diagram 4 in SDZ-APP3. This landscaping shall comprise low
shrubs and groundcover maintained below 0.75m in height
and/or large trees with a trunk capable of being limbed up
to 2m. This landscape strip may be included within the yard
setback distance.

A 1.5m wide strip must be provided on the boundary with
the Stadium Zone that must be landscape planted and
maintained in accordance with Diagram 3, SDZ-APP3. This
landscaping shall comprise low shrubs and groundcover
maintained below 0.75m in height in accordance with
Diagram 4, SDZ-APP3. Every 18m along the landscape strip a
tree shall be planted that is capable of growing more than
4m in height and with a trunk that can be limbed up to 2m.
This landscape strip may be included within the yard setback
distance.

For formed car parking areas all parks must be bound by a
1.5m wide landscape strip that must be planted and
maintained with landscaping. Within the car parking area,

every 5 car park spaces must be separated by a 2m x 2m
landscaping box with planting that is maintained in
accordance with Diagram 5, SDZ-APP3. This landscaping strip
shall comprise low shrubs and groundcover maintained
below 0.75m in height and/or large trees with a trunk
capable of being limbed up to 2m.

For building facades exceeding 10m in width, provide screen
planting capable of growing 4m in height and must be
maintained in accordance with Diagram 6, SDZ-APP3.

NB: The preferred planting species for the Special Development Zone are
found in SDZ-APPA4.

All activities shall be conducted so as to ensure that noise
shall not exceed the following limits, at any point within the
boundary of the Open Space Zone:

At any time - 55 dBA Lio

SDZ-ST9.1 All signs must be attached to and within the profile of a
building, except for one free-standing sign not exceeding
3m? for any permitted use of the site.

Artificial lighting — No artificial lighting shall be installed in a manner that

Matters of Discretion:

Applications for restricted discretionary activities must be assessed against
the matters set out in SDZ-MD1 to SDZ-MD3.

In assessing applications for restricted discretionary
activities Council has reserved its control over matters
related to the effect of allowing non-compliance with the
particular performance standard (or standards) which the
proposal has failed to meet. Conditions may be imposed to
avoid, remedy or mitigate the effects of non-compliance.

In assessing applications which have become restricted
discretionary activities due to non-compliance with the
Plan’s performance standards, but which otherwise would
have been controlled activities, Council has also reserved
its control over the matters in SDZ-RC1 to SDZ-RC2 which
relate to that type of controlled activity.



SDZ-MD3 In assessing applications for the Special Development Zone,
Council has restricted the exercise of its discretion to:
